SUBJECT: Policy Letter #4, (Billets Rules and Regulations)

1. General:  This policy sets forth guidance to maintain a high level of health, welfare, and discipline, and provide the student soldier with a comfortable environment.  The following guidelines are established and will be adhered to by all personnel.  These policies are needed to provide all soldiers a safe, clean, and comfortable billets area.


a.  There will be no alcoholic beverages permitted in the company area to include the billets, dayroom, or areas surrounding building 922,915,916,929,930,920,1002 and any other building housing B Co soldiers.  This also includes adjacent parking lots.


b.  No IET students will consume nor possess alcohol.  Refer to Company Policy #17 for further information.


c.  No illegal drugs will be permitted or tolerated.  Only prescription drugs are authorized.  Prescription drugs will be secured in wall lockers.


d.  The burning of any flammable material such as incense, candles, paper, and paste wax are not authorized.  Cigarette smoking is prohibited for any IET soldier while at FSH.  No chewing tobacco or snuff will be utilized or possessed by IET soldiers.


e.  Food will be permitted in the billets, but must be in a container or sealed.  The containerized food will be visible on the refrigerator or on top of a desk if a refrigerator is not present in the room.  No food will be stored in any drawers. 

f.  Fire exits will not be used for entrance/exit.  They will only be utilized in case of fire.

g.  Report all needed repairs or breaks immediately to your Drill Sergeant.

h.  No pets are authorized in troop billeting.

i.  No pornographic material of any kind is permitted in the billets or company area.

j.  Any individual who intentionally damages/destroys buildings or fixtures will pay all repair costs and be punished under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ).  This also applies to abnormal behavior that leads to damages.

2.  Visitations:


(a.)  Visitation hours are from 1800 to 2000 daily. Sat, Sun and holidays visitors will be permitted at 1000-2200 daily.


(b.)  All visitors will report to the Charge of Quarters 

(CQ) located in Company B, 187th  Medical Battalion Orderly Room (BLDG 922) upon arrival and departure.

(c.)  The only authorized visiting area is the gazebo and BLDG 922.


(d.)  No females are authorized in male billets and no males are authorized in the female billets areas.  Soldiers are prohibited from using windows as a means of leaving the company area during or after curfew.  

3.  Safety:

a. There will be no storage of flammable material in the billets area.

b. Paste wax is not authorized for use on any floor in the billets.  Liquid wax procured by the Drill Sergeants through the battalion Supply Activity Center (SAC) will be used.

c. Weapons of any type (i.e. guns, knives with a blade 3 inches or longer, throwing stars, clubs, etc.) are prohibited.  Guns must be registered with the Military Police and stored in the Academy Battalion Arms Room.  All other weapons will be stored in the company safe.

d. Floor common areas.  Radios, cell phones and/or televisions are prohibited from use in the common areas when soldiers are utilizing for study purpose.  Walkman and radios with headphones are permitted as long as the volume does not disturb other soldiers studying.  Any soldier that violates this rule will have his/her electronic device confiscated or privileges revoked.

4.  Curfew:


(1)  Sunday-Thursday:  Lights out for students is at 2100 hours.  Bed check begins at 2100 hours.

(2)  Friday/Saturday:  Lights out for students is at 2400 hours.  Bed check begins at 2400 hours.

(3)  Three Day Holidays:  When three day holidays occur (Friday/Saturday/Sunday), lights out will be 2400 hours on Thursday/Friday/Saturday.  Sunday curfew will the same as paragraph 4.(1).

(4)  Four Day Holidays. When four day holidays occur (Friday/Saturday/Sunday/Monday), lights out will be 2400 hours on Thursday/Friday/Saturday/Sunday.  Monday curfews will the same as paragraph 4(1).

(5)  Phase IV Weekend/Holiday Passes:  Weekend/Holiday passes end NLT 2200hrs for all Phase IV soldiers’ eligible for passes.

(6)  All soldiers billeted in the Bravo Company IET barracks will be limited to their room and their respected common area.  Soldiers are not authorized to be in other common areas, even if they are located in the same building.

5.  Violations of Billets Rules and Regulations may result in disciplinary action under the Uniformed Code of Military Justice (UCMJ).
