SUBJECT:
Policy Memorandum #7 (Soldier Off-Post Residence)

1.  All soldiers in an IET status will reside in the troop billets.  The Company Commander may exempt a soldier from troop billeting at the 21st week of training if all of the following conditions are fulfilled:

a.  The soldier is currently in Phase V+ training.

b.  The soldier has orders for a 20-plus week course.

c.  The soldier’s orders allow for dependents.

2. IET soldiers may request exemptions for the above requirements to reside off post by providing documentation specifying a compelling need to live off-post.

3. The Company Commander will approve or disapprove requests based on the merit of each individual case.

4. Approval for off-post residence does not automatically imply authorization for separate rations/BAH.  The Company Commander may revoke authorization to reside off-post for both academic and disciplinary deficiencies.  

5.  Violations of this policy may result in administrative or disciplinary action under UCMJ.
