SUBJECT: Policy Letter #9 (Wear of Civilian Clothing)
1.  Purpose: To establish policy for the wear of civilian clothing for IET Soldiers. 
2.  When authorized, civilian clothes may be worn after duty hours, off duty hours, weekends and holidays by Phase V and V+ only.  
3.  After the regular training day, the duty uniform will be BDU’s or the Army Physical Fitness Uniform (PFU).  The PFU will only be worn while going to, participating in, or returning from a physical fitness event (i.e. gym, running, sports); medical appointments (if required); in the company area after 2030 hours during the duty week, or 2400 hours on non-duty days.   
4.  IET soldiers may have their civilian clothes privileges suspended at the discretion of the Commander.  The wear of civilian clothes is a privilege, not a right, with the exception of prior service soldiers.  
5.  Civilian clothes are authorized for soldiers in Phase V or V+ of their soldierization process.  Soldiers in Phase IV are not authorized to wear civilian clothes.
6.  The Company Commander may make an exception to this policy when circumstances warrant.
7.  Violators of this policy are subject to UCMJ action.
