MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned/Attached to Company B, 

                 187th Medical Battalion

Subject:  Policy Letter #33, (Commercial Solicitation)

1.  Only solicitors approved for commercial solicitation by the Commander, U.S. Army Medical Department Center and School and Fort Sam Houston are permitted to solicit soldiers assigned to B Company, 187th Medical Battalion.

2.  Solicitors approved by the installation commander (Commander, AMEDDC&S, and FSH) will be interviewed by the Commander, 187th Medical Battalion before conducting any business with anybody assigned, attached, or billeted within B Company, 187th Medical Battalion.

3.  Soldiers will adhere to the following procedures when they desire an appointment with a commercial insurance representative.


a.  Obtain permission from the Company Commander, via the First Sergeant, to establish an appointment with the solicitor.


b.  Conduct the appointment within the orderly room area (conference room) at the appointed time.  The meeting will be conducted with the respective Drill Sergeant, Senior Drill Sergeant or First Sergeant present.


c.  Soldiers are not to use areas of the installation such as Post Exchange or MWR facilities, to circumvent this policy letter.


d.  There will be a seven day cooling off period from the date of any agreement with a commercial solicitor.  Only after that seven day cooling off period, and a counseling session with the Senior Drill Sergeant/First Sergeant and the Battalion Commercial Solicitation Representative, will the pay allotment be processed.

4.  Commercial solicitation representatives will comply with the following:


a.  Obtain an interview with the battalion commander before conducting any appointments within the battalion area.


b.  Will conduct any appointments with B Company personnel in the designated area.


c.  Will leave the company area immediately after the conclusion of an appointment with a specific individual.


d.  Will not solicit any soldier at any location other than as specified above; there will be no loitering around the company area.


e.  Understand that any breach of this policy or a policy of a higher headquarters can result in the battalion commander suspending their privileges of solicitation within the company area.
