SUBJECT:  Policy Letter #10, (Vendors)

1.  PURPOSE.  To establish procedures and authorization for solicitors and vendors to solicit soldiers of Echo Company 187th Medical Battalion. 

2.  RESPONSIBILITIES.

a.  The Commander is responsible for monitoring all insurance and other miscellaneous activities affecting his/her soldiers.


b.  Drill Sergeants will inform soldiers of vendors’ rights and will ensure that all soldiers read this policy letter.


c.  Vendors will follow Brigade, Battalion, and Company policies when doing business with soldiers assigned or attached to Company E.


d.  CQ's will assist the duty drill sergeant by ensuring vendors do not deliver in the company area past 2000 hours on week nights and 2200 hours on weekend nights.

3.  PROCEDURES.
 


a.  Vendors will have written authorization per Post, AMEDDC&S, Brigade and Battalion policies.  Letters of authorization will be presented to the Commander and placed in the CQ book before vendors will be permitted to talk to soldiers assigned to Company E.  The Commander must approve all solicitations.
Failure to comply with the requirements above may result in disciplinary or UCMJ action.
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
