SUBJECT:  Policy Letter #22, (POV Registration/Parking)

1.  Responsibilities:  Each soldier who has a privately owned vehicle (POV) at Fort Sam Houston is responsible for registering their POV.  Drill Sergeants are responsible for enforcing this policy.  This policy does not supersede on post driving regulations in which are strictly enforced.  Driving on post is a privilege that can be suspended. Drive responsibly.

2.  Policies:


a.  All soldiers must have their POV’s inspected by their Drill Sergeant for safety and proper administrative documents (i.e. insurance, inspection sticker, tags, drivers license, registration) within 72 hours of arrival to the company.  Periodic checks will be made to ensure this policy is being enforced.

b. All soldiers permanently assigned to Fort Sam Houston must also get their vehicle registered at the One Stop In processing within two weeks of their assignment to Ft. Sam Houston. 


c.  Personnel playing loud music or speeding through the parking area will have their privileges suspended per Fort Sam Houston SOP.  Driving POV’s during POI time is prohibited.  Exception to policy will only be granted through the chain of command on a case by case basis.


d.  Soldiers assigned to E Co., 187th will only park across Stanley Road in the McArthur Track parking lot bordered by the two parking lot entrances that lay just north and just south of an imaginary line drawn across Stanley Road to bldg. 2791.

3.  Violators of this policy are subject to disciplinary action under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ).
