SUBJECT:  Policy Letter #23, (Safety)

1. Purpose: To establish policy for prevention and to create a safe work environment for all assigned/attached personnel.

2. Applicability: This policy letter applies to all personnel assigned/attached to Company E, 187th Medical Battalion, Center Brigade.

3. Responsibility: Accident prevention and safety is not only a command responsibility, but the responsibility of all soldiers.

4. Policy:

   
a.  Safety NCO will coordinate and conduct periodic safety and fire inspections with the appropriate support agencies.

   
b.  All soldiers will report all incidents, accidents and suspected safety violations immediately through the chain of command.

   
c.  Safety briefings will be conducted on Thursday evenings prior to weekends and holidays.


d.  Fire drills will be conducted once per quarter at a minimum.


e.  Health and welfare inspections will be conducted twice per quarter.


f.  POV safety inspections will occur within 72 hours of arrival and before every long weekend or holiday.

Failure to comply with this policy may result in UCMJ action.
