MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned/Attached to Echo Company, 187th Medical Battalion, Center Brigade

SUBJECT:  Policy Letter #6, (Standards of Appearance)

1.  PURPOSE:  To prescribe standards of dress for all personnel assigned to Echo Company, 187th Medical Battalion.  This policy applies to all soldiers within the Company area(s) to include the dining facilities.

2.  PROCEDURES:


a.  Personnel in uniform are expected to comply with the provisions of AR 670-1 or applicable regulations of their parent service.  Soldiers in BDU’s, Class A’s and Class B's must have their ID tags, ID card, and Army Values card at all times.  When PT's are worn, only ID tags are required.


b.  Personnel in civilian clothes will comply with the following:



(1) The mixing of military and civilian clothes is prohibited with the exception of military raincoats, overcoats, sweaters, and windbreakers.  When these items are worn with civilian clothing they will be stripped of insignia and rank.



(2) Any item of clothing bearing written messages or pictures which are vulgar or which prejudice duty, honor, or country, are prohibited.



(3) Exposed hair curlers will not be worn outside the billets.  Females are authorized to wear lipstick and nail polish with all uniforms as long as the color is conservative.  Extreme shades of lipstick and nail polish such as purple, gold, blue, and white are not prohibited. Refer to AR 670-1



(4) Post policy prohibits the wearing of the PT uniform to the shoppette, PX, or commissary as well as after 0800 hours.  
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(5) Transparent clothing is prohibited, unless appropriate undergarments (e.g. slips) are worn.



(6) Clothes must be in good repair and clean.  Gym shorts and walking shorts must have a 4-inch inseam.  Summer wear must be conservative and non-provocative in nature.  Tight jeans, tops, pants and shorts are also prohibited.  Swim attire and sunbathing on post is permitted only at the post swimming pools.



(8) All clothes must be conservative in nature.  Jackets, shirts or halter tops which display midriff, chests or breasts will not be worn.  Tank tops must also be conservative in nature.  Muscle shirts that expose most of the torso are not authorized.  Cadre members can prohibit clothing that, in their judgment feel is too provocative.



(10) There will be no attaching, affixing, or displaying objects, articles, jewelry or ornamentation to or through the skin while in uniform, in civilian clothes while on duty, or in civilian clothes off duty on any military installation or other places under military control except for earrings for females as outlined in paragraph 1-14C, AR 670-1.  Males are prohibited from wearing any type of earring, nose ring etc. on military installations on or off duty.



(11) Once assigned you are prohibited from getting a tattoo until training is complete.  Visible tattoos or brands on the neck, face or head are prohibited. Any type of tattoo or brand that is visible while wearing a Class A uniform and detracts from a soldierly appearance is prohibited.  Cultural tattoos will be evaluated on a case by case basis however, if you did not enter the service with the tattoo don't get it now.


c.  In accordance with Post Policy, headphones are only authorized inside the billets, on the running tracks, or in the post gyms.  Use of headphones is prohibited elsewhere on FSH.  Soldiers will address all questions regarding uniform wear to their Drill Sergeant.

4.  Violations of the above policy may result in disciplinary action under UCMJ.
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
