MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned/Attached to Echo Company, 187th Medical Battalion, Center Brigade

SUBJECT:  Policy Letter #9, (Formation, Marching, and Military Courtesy)

1.  PURPOSE.  This policy letter prescribes procedures and standards for all personnel assigned to Echo Company.  All procedures will be followed in order for a structured organization and accountability to exist.  All standards of appearance are IAW current regulations and are the responsibility of each individual.

2.  PROCEDURES.  

a.  Formation - All company formations and class formations will be conducted IAW FM 22-5 (Drill and Ceremonies).  Individuals are responsible for ensuring they are in formation at the prescribed time.  Each class leader is responsible for accurately reporting any missing personnel or any other violations.

b.  Marching to/from classes - All class platoons will be marched to and from class by Drill Sergeants when applicable.  The only exceptions are individuals released by instructors and/or Drill Sergeants.  Marching will be conducted IAW FM 22-5.  Additionally, all groups of three or more persons will march in formation while in uniform on Fort Sam Houston, Texas.

c.  Cadence will be enforced when marching in formation.  The use of cadence calls containing profane or vulgar language is prohibited.  Cadences that are derogatory in nature about a student or cadre member are also prohibited.  Cadence referring to alcohol, tobacco, sex or drugs is also prohibited.

d.  Individuals not in formation will use proper street crossing procedures and cross only at crosswalks on Fort Sam Houston.

e. Military Appearance - Personal appearance of individuals will reflect true military pride and uphold the standards of current Army Regulations.  Discrepancies brought to a soldiers attention will be corrected as soon as possible and are considered to be an order.  Failure to comply will be considered a violation of a direct order and may result in disciplinary action or UCMJ.


f.  Military Courtesy - Military Courtesy is the mark of a good soldier.  Always greet an officer with the proper hand salute and always greet an NCO with the greeting of the day.  The greeting of the day in 187th Medical Battalion is “Train to Save.”  Always stand at the position of attention when approached by an officer or when an officer is addressing you unless the officer has instructed you to do otherwise.  When the officer is finished speaking with you, come back to the position of attention (if not already at the position of attention), salute, render the greeting, wait for the officer to return your salute, drop your salute, and then carry on.  Always stand at the position of parade rest when approached by an NCO or addressing an NCO.

Failure to comply with the instructions above may result in disciplinary or UCMJ action.
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
