Assistance Card for Victims of Sexual Assault       

1. A victim of a sexual assault should seek out a safe place, like the company area.

2. Find people you feel safe with, maybe your Squad leader or a trusted friend. It is important to be around people you trust.

3. If you report the sexual assault to your CDR, he or she will be required to report the assault to the MPs.  

4. A victim has the following rights: the right to be treated with fairness and with respect for your dignity and privacy; the right to be reasonably protected from the accused offender; the right to be notified of court proceedings; the right to be present at all public court proceedings related to the offense, unless the court determines that your testimony would be materially affected if you as the victim heard other testimony at trial; the right to confer with the attorney for the government in the case; the right to available restitution; and the right to information about the conviction, sentencing, imprisonment, and release of the offender.

5. It is important to preserve the evidence.  Delay showering or cleaning up until after the medical exam.  You should also not discard or wash your clothing.

6. Seek medical attention by going to the BAMC ER (916-4466).  The BAMC ER will send you to the Methodist Hospital (575-8168) for the sexual assault exam if you wish to go.  Evidence collected which will aid in catching the perpetrator.  

7. The BAMC ER will make contact with the BAMC Social Work Service who will offer counseling.  Counseling is also offered by Community Mental Health (295-4094) CPT Nofziger at the TMC, BAMC Social Work Services, and the Rape Crisis Hot Line number (210-349-7273), DOD Hot Line to provide information to the Department of Defense Task Force on Care for Victims of Sexual Assault (1-800-497-6261 staffed 0900-2100 EST Monday thru Friday), The Army has a similar hot line for inside and outside the Continental US (1-800-464-8107 when dialing from outside the US also use the appropriate country code), For Spanish speakers, the Army number is 1-888-732-0920. 

8. The CID investigator will ask about such things as the time and location of the assault, a description of the assault, and the party or parties involved.  Keep those details in mind and report them to the investigator.  CID is required to give you a completely filled out DD Form 2701 containing contact numbers for assistance in regards to the investigation, victim/witness liaison assistance, prosecution, and medical or expense compensation.  Ask for this form if you do not get it.

9. The two victim/witness liaisons on Ft. Sam Houston are Mr. Greg Crochran (221-2353) and Ms. Doniece James (221-1488).  If contacted, they will provide you assistance, and if necessary, a DD Form 2702 which gives information on Court Martial procedures, and a DD Form 2703 which provides post trial information for victims and witnesses.  These two people can serve as liaisons to assist the you in getting any help necessary. 

10. It is never too late to report a sexual assault.

11. It is often helpful to talk to professionals about the experience. Your Chaplain will probably check in on you, as well as other military counselors.  Speaking with them can help speed the recovery process.

12. Again, care for yourself and seek out help.  Remember that you can seek help at any time 

from your command chain.
