MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned/Attached to Company A, 187th Medical Battalion, Center Brigade

SUBJECT: Policy Letter #6, (Good Order and Discipline)

 

1.  Purpose: To establish the policy against fraternization.

2.  General: Fraternization breeds contempt, destroys good order, morale, and military discipline. Fraternization will not be tolerated.

3.  Definitions:
    a.  Permanent Party: All military/civilian personnel assigned or attached to any organization or activity of Fort Sam Houston.  This includes: TAC Officers, Class Advisors, and Instructors.

    b.  Student Soldiers: All personnel assigned or attached to any of the companies within AMEDDC&S for the purpose of receiving training.  This includes soldiers who are awaiting a class start date and those pending further assignment or other actions.

    c.  Chain of Command: The succession of commanders, superior to subordinate, through which command is exercised down through the various grades of rank to the enlisted soldier.   For the purpose of this policy, “chain of command” also includes any supervisory-subordinate relationship.

    d.  Fraternization: Any nonprofessional, social, personal, or sexual relationship between service members of different status (student-permanent party) or of different grades, when a subordinate to superior affiliation exists.  This includes any conduct that may be prejudicial to good order and discipline.

4.  Prohibited activities or conduct: Except for family members, any personal/social relationship between students and permanent party soldiers other than what is required to accomplish the mission which results in or gives the perception of favoritism, coercion, or personal gain is prohibited.  This prohibition against fraternization includes but is not limited to:

    a.  Any type of sexual activity
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    b.  Any kissing, hugging, hand holding, caressing, manhandling, striking, or jabbing with fingers.  (Note: This prohibition will not prevent reasonable physical contact or touching in cases of an emergency, for the protection of life or limb, in self defense, or as a necessary part of training or administrative activities).

    c.  Accepting or receiving money, property, favors, or anything of value.

    d.  Dating: defined as a social engagement between two persons. The engagement may be alone (the couple only) or with others.  It may also be on or off post.  Examples include, but are not limited to: dancing, consuming drinks, riding or walking around, or attending entertainment events. 

5.  All personnel, Private and above, who are in student status will not have any type of dating relationship with other student personnel of ranks E-1 through E-4 (Specialist).  Provisions stated above in paragraph four (4), Prohibited Activities or Conduct, apply to NCOs and officers in student status.

6.  The inclusion of civilian personnel under permanent party is to preclude military personnel from fraternizing with civilian personnel.  It is not intended to be used against civilian personnel.  Their conduct is covered by Article 5, Code of Ethics for Government Service, Public Law 96-303 (3 Jul 80).

7.  Violation of fraternization policy may result in disciplinary action under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ).
