SUBJECT: Policy Letter #7, (POV Parking)

 

1.  Purpose: To establish a parking policy.

2.  Responsibilities: Each student soldier who has a privately owned vehicle (POV) at Fort Sam Houston will adhere to the parking regulations set forth by the installation.  The students will park in the designated student parking areas only.  This policy does not supersede post-driving regulations, which are strictly enforced.  Driving on post is a privilege that can be suspended; drive responsibly!

3. Procedure:
    a.  All personnel permanently assigned to Fort Sam Houston must register their vehicle at the One Stop In-processing (Bldg. 367) within two weeks of their assignment to Fort Sam Houston.  Personnel who have registered with another post do not have to re-register; however, it is recommended.

    b.  Personnel playing loud music or speeding through the parking area will have their privileges suspended per Fort Sam Houston Standard Operating Procedure (SOP).

    c.  Students will not be issued parking permits.

    d.  Students residing in the BOQ’s will park in the BOQ parking lots during non-duty hours.

    e.  Students who drive to Bldg 1002 to conduct business will park in the main parking lot and not in the staff slots located immediately behind Bldg 1002.
