SUBJECT: Policy Letter #8, (Safety)

 

1.  Purpose: To establish procedures for creating a safe work environment for all assigned/attached personnel.

2.  Responsibility: Accident prevention and safety are not only a command responsibility, but also the responsibility of all soldiers.  Anyone who observes an unsafe act is responsible for stopping the act and reporting it through the appropriate channels.

3.  Procedure:
    a.  The Bldg Fire Marshall will conduct periodic fire surveys/inspections as stated in Policy Letter #5.

    b.  The Company Safety Officer will:

        (1)  Display safety messages on company information boards.

        (2)  Report all accidents/safety violations through the chain of command immediately.

    c.  TAC Officers will provide vehicle inspection forms to class leaders to be distributed to each student.  Each individual is responsible to turn in the vehicle inspection sheet to the class S-1 who will provide the sheets to the TAC Officer.

4.  Safety Briefings will be conducted prior to weekends and holidays by the Class TAC Officer, Class Advisor/Small Group Leader (SGL), Company 1SG, or Company Commander.

5.  The company will have an appointed Safety Officer and Alternate Safety Officer.  Both officers will attend the Collateral Duty Safety Officer Course.
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6.  Effective immediately, all students must complete a POV Risk Assessment online prior to submitting a DA 31 request for a mileage pass or leave.  Class Advisors, TACs, and Instructors are not authorized to approve a pass unless the risk assessment has been completed and reviewed by the individual approving the pass.  The Company Commander must approve all high-risk assessments.  This requirement is being implemented to decrease POV accidents and save soldier’s lives.  

7.  Instructions for completing the online assessment are attached to this policy letter.
