1.  Purpose: To comply with the regulatory requirements to brief and monitor off duty employment of all military and civilians assigned to this company.

2.  Responsibilities: This policy applies to all personnel assigned to Company A, 187th Medical Battalion.

3.  Procedure:

    a.  Company A Cadre member will brief all students during in-processing on this policy.

    b.  All students requesting off duty employment will do so by submitting a typed memorandum through the Branch Chief, Company Commander, and Battalion Commander for the Brigade Commander.  The request will address the following:

        (1)  Justification for request.

        (2)  Type of employment.

        (3)  Employer’s name, addresses, and phone number.

        (4)  Schedule/hours per week.

4.  Off duty employment for student personnel in Company A generally will not be allowed due to the nature and demands of the course(s).
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5.  Personnel who fail to comply with the provisions of this policy letter are subject to punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ).
