MEMORANDUM FOR Officers Attending the AMEDD Officer Advanced Course (OAC)

 

SUBJECT: Welcome Memorandum

 

 

1.   I would like to welcome you to the Army Medical Department (AMEDD) OAC, Fort Sam Houston, Texas. The AMEDD OAC is an intense 9-week course providing both didactic and hands-on training to better prepare you for future assignments as a commander, staff officer, or other positions of responsibility within the Army. Alpha Company’s goal is to provide you with the administrative support and a command atmosphere that allows you to be successful in accomplishing your training.  During the OAC, you will be assigned to small groups and your small group leader is the point of contact for all your academic issues.  Your TAC Officer, 2LT Gray, 210-221-8363 (Office) or 210-313-1837 (Cell) will be your point of contact for all your nonacademic or administrative support requirements. 
 

2. ARRIVAL: Upon arrival at Fort Sam Houston, report for lodging at building 592 (Billeting), NLT the date and time specified on your orders. Instructions for In processing will be located in the lobby of BLDG 592. You will be assigned lodging off post initially, but you will be required to move on to the installation during your course.  The housing manager will provide you a recall notice during your arrival to building 592 indicating the date you will be expected to move onto the installation. Due to the intensive nature of the course and the implementation of the Military Training Service Support contract for lodging and meals (see attached memo for further information), you will not be authorized to bring your family members with you.  You may request an exception to policy for extenuating circumstances.  Send your request to: james.jones4@cen.amedd.army.mil. Your request will be forwarded to the Army G3 for approval.  
 

3. TRANSPORTATION: If you arrive by air, go to the military reception desk at the San Antonio International Airport to obtain information on transportation to post. You can take a taxi, cost is around $20, and proceed to Bldg. 592. Be sure you get a receipt from the taxi driver so that you can include the cost when settling your travel voucher at the completion of your training. NOTE: Parking is limited at the Academy. All OAC students will have to walk to the Academy once you move into the BOQ. Parking is only authorized in the designated student parking lots.  If you are a reservist traveling by air, contact the Army Personnel Center (ARPERCEN) at 1-800-325-4729 regarding ticket 
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Information. Whether you travel by air or privately owned vehicle, allow enough time to arrive at Fort Sam Houston NLT your indicated report date and time.

 

4. IMPORTANT: You will receive information about your graduation date and time very soon. Do not make your return flight reservations for departure from San Antonio's International Airport until the date and time has been published.

6.  TIPS:  Although it is not required to bring a computer with you to the course, I highly recommend that you do to make your training more productive.  There are computers available for students to use at the post’s libraries, but their hours are limited and the demand is very high.
