MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned to B Company, 187th Medical Battalion

SUBJECT:  Policy Letter #5, (Guests in Billets Area for IET Soldiers)

1. Purpose:  Clarification of Command policy on guest in billets area. 

2. Responsibility:  Each soldier is responsible to ensure that this policy is followed and proper conduct is maintained at all times.

3. Policy:

a.  Designated male or female rooms, floors and buildings are off limits to members of the opposite sex.  This includes hallways and dayrooms.  Posted “Off Limits” signs will be observed at all times.

b.  Male students are prohibited from allowing female students in their rooms and female students are prohibited from allowing male students in their rooms.

c.  All billet areas will have access rosters identifying the appropriate cadre, company and battalion chain of commands.  All CQs will be briefed that persons not on the access roster (except those authorized to be billeted) will be denied access to the area.  No exceptions!  

d.  The chain of command and their escorted guests will be allowed to enter the billet areas (for inspections, delivery of messages, etc.).  The CQ will escort all cadre personnel to the room to be visited.  They will be accompanied by another soldier of the same sex, preferably the Floor Sergeant, as the billet area visited.  If the Floor Sergeant is not available, the next senior person in the student chain of command living in the area visited will escort the visitors.

e.  Soldiers, regardless of sex, are prohibited from allowing personnel from other units in their billets.  Soldiers, regardless of sex, are prohibited from visiting the billets of permanent party personnel assigned to either Fort Sam Houston, Texas or Sheppard Air Force Base, Texas.

4.  Violations of this policy may result in disciplinary action under the Uniformed Code of Military Justice (UCMJ).
