MEMORANDUM For All Personnel Assigned/Attached to Company B,

SUBJECT:  Policy Letter #8, (Dress Standards)

1.  Purpose: To prescribe standards of dress for all personnel assigned to Company B, 187th Medical Battalion. 

2.  Responsibilities:

a.  The commander will ensure all soldiers are aware of the dress standard.

b.  Each soldier will ensure compliance with the stated dress standards.

3.  Company Policies:

a.  Personnel in uniform are expected to comply with the provisions of AR 670-1. Soldiers in BDU’s or Class A’s (not PT’s) must have ID tags and ID card.  Soldiers will have ID tags during PT.  

b.  Personnel in civilian clothes will comply with the following:

(1)  The mixing of military and civilian clothes are prohibited with the exception of military raincoats, overcoats, sweaters, and windbreakers.  When these items are worn with civilian clothing, they will be worn without insignia and rank.

(2)  Any item of clothing bearing written messages or pictures which are vulgar, or which prejudices duty, honor, or country are prohibited.

(3)  Exposed hair curlers will not be worn outside.

(4)  See through clothing is prohibited.

(5)  Swim attire and sunbathing on post is permitted only at the post swimming pools.

(6)  Clothes must be in good repair and clean.  Gym shorts and walking shorts must cover entire buttocks area. Extremely tight clothing are prohibited. Jackets, shirts or halter tops which display male or female breasts will not be worn.

(7)  Shirts must be not extend above the belt line when raising ones arms over head causing an exposed torso.

(8)  Commander will be final approving authority if conflicts arise concerning the dress standard. 

c. Personnel will wear proper attire while assigned to the barracks at all times.  

(1)  Summer IPFU is the required sleeping attire for IET soldiers residing in troop billeting.

(2)  Soldiers must be fully clothed while in hallways and common areas of the barracks.  No towels or partial clothing allowed in hallways.

(3)  Room and latrine doors will remain closed while soldiers are dressing.

d.  At no time will headphones be authorized to run or walk on roadways or sidewalks for safety precautions.  Headphones are authorized inside the billets, running track, or gym as long as the usage does not interfere with training or safety.

e.  Earrings will not be worn on or off post while in uniform by male soldiers, or while in civilian clothes on duty or on post.

4. Dinning Facility Policies


a.  Dining facility managers are charged with enforcing this policy.

b. While in the dining facility, any question or interpretation of these policies, which may arise, will be resolved by the dining facility manager or representative on duty at the time of the question.  Do not argue with monitors if they tell you to change clothes.  Any complaints will be addressed to your Drill Sergeant.


c.  Personnel in uniform are expected to comply with the provisions of AR 670-1.




d.  Personnel in civilian clothes will comply with the following:

(1)  T-shirts, sweatshirts, and warm-up suits are acceptable provided they are in good repair, clean and do not depict slogans in contradiction to Army values.


(2)  Walking shorts or Bermuda shorts may be worn provided they are neat and clean.  PT shorts, short-shorts, and swim attire are prohibited.

(3)  Headgear, except as identified in a specific regulation, will not be worn in the dining facility.

(4)  Jackets, shirts, or halter tops which display armpits, 

midriff, chest, or breasts will not be worn.

(5)  Foot gear will be worn in the dining facility. No open toed shoes are allowed.

5. Violations of this policy may result in administrative or disciplinary action under UCMJ.
