SUBJECT:  Policy Letter #14, (Crime Prevention)

1. Purpose: To outline responsibilities for the prevention of crime in Company B, 187th Medical Battalion.

2. Responsibilities:

a.  The Commander will ensure overall compliance with the procedures outlined below.


b.  Drill Sergeants will conduct daily inspections of the billets to ensure all valuables are secured.

c.  The Charge of Quarters (CQ) will conduct daily inspections of the company area after duty hours.

d.  Each soldier will ensure all valuables, equipment, linen, and supplies documented by hand receipt, are secured and comply with the procedures outlined below.

3. Procedures:

a.  All personnel assigned/attached to Company B, will ensure all personal valuables (over $50.00) are registered with their Drill Sergeant and recorded on DA Form 4986 (Personal Property Record), and secured in their wall lockers or company safe.

b.  Small items such as jewelry, checks, and money orders may be secured in the company safe and reclaimed.

c.  Large items of value should be identified by serial number when applicable and marked with the owner’s social security number by means of an engraver located with the First Sergeant.  Failure to properly identify or mark valuables in this manner will be considered negligence on the part of the owner should theft occur.  For those items whose markings in this manner would damage or otherwise depreciate the overall worth of the item, they will be identified by a distinguishing natural mark and a picture of the item will be kept on file with their respective Drill Sergeant.  All luggage and baggage not authorized in wall lockers will be sent home or stored in the company at the discretion of the Drill Sergeant.

d.  Wall lockers will be locked when the assigned soldier is not physically present in the immediate area.  All wall lockers will be locked when the soldier is sleeping.

e.  There are certain areas (clubs, shops, car dealers, etc.) that are designated as off-limits to military personnel.  These areas are posted on the bulletin board.  All open fields on Fort Sam Houston are off-limits unless authorized for special events.  Walking through the adjacent housing areas as a shortcut to the main PX is not authorized.  Stay on main roads and side walks whenever possible.

4.  Violations of this policy letter may result in administrative or disciplinary action under UCMJ.
