SUBJECT:  Policy Letter #26, (Wireless Communication Usage)
REFERENCE:  TRADOC 350-6, 16 June 2003
1.  Purpose: To ensure all soldiers of Bravo Company, 187th Medical Battalion adhere to the rules and regulations established to regulate wireless communication use. 
2.  Responsibilities:
a. The Commander will ensure overall compliance with the procedures outlined.

b. Each individual will comply with the standards set forth.
3.  Policy for Initial Entry Soldiers (student status):
a. Phase IV: Soldiers are not authorized to use wireless communication devices (cellular phones, pagers, etc.) at any time.
b. Phase V:  Soldiers are allowed to use wireless communication, however, use is restricted to weekends/holidays.  Soldiers will not carry electronic devices to formation, training, or class.  
c. Phase V+: Use of wireless communication devices is authorized only during personal time when normal phone privileges are allowed.  Wireless communication devices will be turned off during the while in formations, class, training, or counseling sessions.
d. Storage of wireless communication devices:  Soldiers will secure their wireless communication device(s) in their wall locker.
e. Usage of cellular phones is prohibited when walking.  The stationary position is the only authorized position when using a cellular phone on Ft Sam Houston.    
f. Unauthorized use of wireless communication devices may result in the loss of privileges or other adverse administrative actions.  
4.  Violations to this policy may lead to administrative or UCMJ actions.
5.  This policy supersedes any previous cellular phone policies.
