MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned to C Company, 187th Medical Battalion

SUBJECT:  Safety, Policy Memorandum #8

1.  Safety of C Company soldiers is of the utmost concern.   An injured soldier is ineffective in training and in combat.

2.  Newly assigned personnel will be given a safety orientation during their in briefing by the In/Out Processing Drill Sergeant.  A safety briefing will be delivered prior to weekends and holidays.

3.    Cadre will conduct periodic safety inspections of their area and report violations to the 1SG and XO.  Any soldier in C Company witnessing an unsafe act will immediately stop the unsafe act and report the violation to their Drill Sergeant, CQ, or Staff Duty.

4.    All students are required to use the buddy system when out of the company area after dark.

5.    Soldiers operating power equipment or using hand tools will wear the proper safety gear at all times (goggles, hearing protection, boots, etc.)

6.    Safety regulations will be stringently enforced in C Company and appropriate disciplinary action will result when policies are disobeyed.

7.   This memorandum supersedes Policy Letter #8, dated 11 February 2003.   All personnel in violation of this policy memorandum are subject to UCMJ action.
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
