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MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned to C Company, 187th Medical Battalion

SUBJECT:  Alcohol and Other Drug Use, Policy Memorandum #12 
1.   Alcoholic beverages will not be consumed, stored, or possessed by IET student personnel

regardless of age or phase status.  Storage or possession of any alcohol container is also strictly prohibited, regardless of how much alcohol is in the container.   Alcohol containers include, but are not limited to, empty beer cans, wine bottles, wine coolers, and hard liquor bottles.

2.   Abuse of alcohol and drugs is incompatible with military service and physical fitness and 

will be neither condoned nor accepted.   Use of these substances detracts from combat readiness, training opportunities and soldier morale.   Alcohol or drug use in this company will not be tolerated.   Personnel who violate this policy will be subject to punishment under the UCMJ and/or other adverse administrative action.

3.   Controlled substances of any type will not be used, possessed, or stored except as

prescribed by a medical care provider.   They will not be sold or manufactured by personnel assigned and/or attached to C Company. 

4.   Leaders are responsible for ensuring the enforcement of this policy.   I recommend 

all individuals examine their personal use of alcohol and/or drugs. If necessary, seek

assistance from any cadre member.

5.   Anyone involved in an incident involving alcohol will be referred immediately

ASAP for counseling. 

6.    This memorandum supersedes Policy Letter #12, dated 11 February 2003. All personnel in violation of this policy will be subject to UCMJ action.
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
