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MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned to C Company, 187th Medical Battalion

SUBJECT:  Improper Relationships, Policy Memorandum #15

1.   Fraternization is any nonprofessional relationship between service members of different status (student-permanent party) or different grades, when a subordinate to superior relationship exists.

2.   Any personal or social relationships between student and permanent party soldiers other than what is required to accomplish the mission which results in or gives the perception of favoritism, coercion, or personal gain is considered fraternization and is prohibited.  This includes, but is not limited to:

a.  Any type of sexual activity.

b.  Any kissing, hugging, holding hands, caressing, manhandling, striking, or jabbing

with fingers.  (Note:  This prohibition shall not prevent reasonable physical contact or touching in cases of emergency, for the protection of life or limb, in self defense, or as a necessary part of training or administrative activities).

c.  Accepting or receiving money, property, favors, or anything of value.

d.  Dating, defined as a social engagement between two persons. The prohibited 

engagement may be alone, with others, on or off post. Examples include, but are not limited to dancing, consuming drinks, riding or walking around, or attending entertainment events.

3.   All personnel Corporal and above and all prior service students who are in student status will not have any type of nonprofessional relationship, as described above, with other student personnel E-1 through E-4 (Specialist).  

4.   This memorandum supersedes Policy Letter #15, dated 11 February 2003.   All personnel in violation of this policy memorandum are subject to UCMJ action.
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
