SUBJECT:  Off-Post Residence, Policy Memorandum #16 

1.   Request for off-post residence will be granted on a case-by-case basis.   The Commander is the final approving authority.   Soldiers will be allowed to reside off-post only if their orders authorize dependent travel and the soldier meets the requirements of company policy and TRADOC Regulation 350-6.

2.    Company policy for off-post requirements include:

a.    Packet approved by the Commander


b.    Phase V (five) status, or prior-service


c.    Actual family accompaniment

(1)  If for any reason your accompanied status changes, the chain of command must be immediately notified.   In the event the service member becomes a sole parent, arrangements must be made for the child to be cared for in order to meet off-post requirements.

3.    All soldiers are required to abide by all applicable company policy letters.   Failure to do so will result in revocation of off-post residence privileges.   

4.  The Commander or the First Sergeant may revoke off-post residence privileges at any time.

5.   This memorandum supersedes Policy Letter #16, dated 11 February 2003.   All personnel in violation of this policy memorandum are subject to UCMJ action.
