MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned to C Company, 187th Medical Battalion

SUBJECT:  Physical Security and Crime Prevention, Policy Memorandum #17 

1.    Newly assigned personnel will be given a crime prevention/safety orientation on the first duty day after arrival by the Duty Drill Sergeant (DS).   A more in-depth briefing will be given during company in-processing.   The Cadre will continuously emphasize crime prevention and physical security.

2.    Drill Sergeants will conduct periodic inspections of area security and report violations to the Executive Officer (XO).

3.    Drill Sergeants will maintain a list of students who possess items worth $50.00 or more.   A DA form 4986, Personal Property Record, will be completed and maintained by each DS.

4.    Soldiers will report crimes and offenses through their respective chain of command.   Each soldier is responsible for reporting policy letter violations to their DS and will be held accountable for their knowledge if they fail to do so.

5.    Student soldiers will possess no more than $50.00 cash on their person or in their wall locker at any time.   Personnel will be briefed by their Drill Sergeants that any cash over $50.00 must be converted to a money order, deposited in a bank, or placed in the company safe.

6.    Personal/government property will be secured in a locked wall locker at all times when the owner is absent from his/her area.   Rooms, where and when appropriate, will be kept locked.   All locks will be standard size key or combination locks at least 1 ½ “ wide with a ¾” shackle clearance.

7.    Access to the billets is limited to company personnel and personnel in performance of official duties.

8.    Personally Owned Vehicles (POVs) will be locked when the owner is absent and parked in authorized parking areas.   At no time will valuable equipment be secured in the POV in plain view of passing individuals.   All POVs will be registered with the unit.
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9.    All undelivered mail will be returned to the battalion mailroom by 1750 of the same day.

10.   All company keys will be maintained under a 2-lock security system.   The Operations Personnel or the CQ will maintain control of the bolt cutters at all times.

11.    The government can and will deny claims when private property is stolen on post that was not adequately secured or when security regulations (such as the $50 rule) were violated.

12.   Individual soldiers are responsible for the security of their personal and government issued equipment.
13.   This memorandum supersedes Policy Letter #17, dated 11 February 2003.   All personnel in violation of this policy memorandum are subject to UCMJ actions.
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
