MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned to C Company, 187th Medical Battalion

SUBJECT:  Limitations and Restrictions, Policy Memorandum #20

1.    Knives with blades 3” or more are not authorized.   Switchblades are not authorized.

2.    Weapons and ammunition must be registered with the Provost Marshall’s Office in building 367.   Do not carry the weapons into the building.

3.    Soldiers will store all weapons and ammunition in the Academy Battalion Arms Room, Building 902, IAW procedures outlined in: AR 190-11, Physical Security of Arms, Ammunition, and Explosives, UPDATE 10-3, 30 Sep 93, Manual For Court Martial, US, 1984 and FSH 190-7, Control of Privately Owned Weapons dated 15 Apr 95, subject:  Privately Owned Weapons Storage/ Retrieval Procedures.

4.    Weapons will not be removed from the storage facility by student personnel except when PCSing or ETSing.

5.    All student personnel are prohibited from participating in any parachuting activity.   This includes military and civilian jumps.  Exceptions will be considered on a case-by-case basis.

6.    All student personnel are prohibited from participating in any form of hang gliding, parachute skiing, parasailing, or bungee jumping.

7.    Off Duty Employment:  All personnel are responsible for reading the battalion’s off-duty employment letter and adhering to the contents.

8.     The following areas are off-limits:


a.    Company area/Gazebo – From 2045 to 0430 – school nights, and 2100 to 0430 on weekends/holidays.
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b.    Areas marked off limits to males or off limits to females for students of appropriate gender.


c.    All grassy areas that are not well lit during the hours of darkness.


d.    The orderly room, unless the soldier has a pass from their Drill Sergeant, is on guard 
 duty, extra duty, or courtesy patrol.

e.  The barracks rooms from the start of the class formation until release by the Drill

 Sergeant after recall formation (unless the solider has a pass from their Drill Sergeant).

9.    In accordance with the Army Regulation 190-24, OPNAVINST 1620.2A, AFI 31-213, MCO 1620.2C, and COMDTINST 1620.1D, Armed Forces Disciplinary Control Boards and Off-Installation Liaison and Operations, there are several establishments located in San Antonio, Texas are off limits to armed forces personnel.   These establishments are posted in the company information boards.

10.   This memorandum supersedes Policy Letter #20, dated 11 February 2003.   All personnel in violation of this memorandum are subject to UCMJ action.
