MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned to C Company, 187th Medical Battalion

SUBJECT:  Over Weight Policy, Policy Memorandum #24

1.    Students will be weighed within 72 hours of arrival at C Company. All students will have a DAPFT within two weeks of arrival or two weeks into class.   Soldiers exceeding the screening table weight will be taped to determine body fat composition IAW AR 600-9.    Those determined to be out of regulation will be referred immediately to the Company Commander for further processing.

2.    The Company Commander will ensure that soldiers in a TDY and return status or a TDY en-route status are immediately denied enrollment if they exceed body fat composition standards.

3.    The Company Commander will ensure that soldiers that PCS to attend school will be processed for enrollment pending final decision of the AMEDDC&S Commander to deny enrollment.   The soldier will be allowed to submit matters in rebuttal IAW Change 101, AR 600-9 (page 2-7).   Students will be afforded tape test daily up to the submission of their rebuttal.   If a student’s body fat composition drops to within established standards prior to the submission of the rebuttal, the Commander will include the body fat worksheet as an enclosure in the disenrollment request.

4.  All soldiers that exceed the body fat composition standard will be counseled by the Commander or 1SG in writing.   They will be enrolled in Special Population PT and taped once a month.   In addition, soldiers with more than six months time in service or who have been awarded an MOS will be flagged and processed IAW AR 600-9, denying them any favorable personnel actions.

5.   This memorandum supersedes Policy Letter #24, dated 11 February 2003. All personnel in violation of this policy memorandum are subject to UCMJ action.
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
