MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned to C Company, 187th Medical Battalion

SUBJECT:  Use of Cellular Phones, Policy Memorandum #28

1.   Use of cellular phones is authorized only during personal time when normal phone privileges are allowed.  These times are limited to weekends (end of the duty day on Friday through lights out on Sunday evening), and weekdays from end of duty day to lights out.

2.   No soldier while phase IV is authorized to have a cell phone.

3.   Soldiers will not use cellular phones while walking in uniform.

4.   Soldiers will not use cell phones on weekends during weekend training.   

5.   Soldiers will not take their cell phones to a Field Training Exercise.

6.   Phase V/ V+ soldiers will secure their personal cellular phones in their wall locker during the duty day, POI/Drill Sergeant time, and after lights out.  

7.   Unauthorized use of cellular phones may result in the loss of privileges or other adverse administrative actions.  

8.   At their discretion, all cadre in this command may take temporary possession of personal cellular phones or require students to make other arrangements for the storage or safekeeping pending graduation.
9.   Permanent party and cadre use of personal cellular phones is prohibited while conducting training and when walking while in uniform.

10.   This memorandum supersedes Policy Letter #28, dated 11 February 2003.   All personnel in violation of this policy memorandum are subject to UCMJ action.
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
