MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned to C Company, 187th Medical Battalion,

SUBJECT:  Urinalysis Program, Policy Memorandum #30

1.   Use of illicit drugs is incompatible with military service and physical fitness.  Use of these substances detracts from combat readiness, training opportunities and soldier morale.   Students found to have used illicit substances will be discharged under Chapter 14, AR 635-200 with a General (not Honorable) discharge. Students will also be recommended for Field Grade Article 15s under the Uniformed Code of Military Justice during the discharge process with a maximum punishment of 30 days confinement, 45 days extra duty, 60 days restriction to the battalion area, loss of half month pay for two months, reduction in grade by two grades, and a written or oral reprimand.    

2.   Health and Welfare Urinalyses will be performed monthly with 10% of the student population and 100% semi-annually.  Permanent party will participate in 187th Medical Battalion urinalyses.

3.   Any student or cadre member considered AWOL by the chain of command will undergo a command directed urinalysis and/or serologic blood tests (toxicology screening).  

4.   Any student or cadre member demonstrating behavior suspicious of illicit drug use or involved in situations the chain of command deems questionable will undergo a command directed urinalysis and/or serologic blood tests (toxicology screening).

5.   This memorandum supercedes the new memorandum dated 13 November 2003.  All personnel in violation of this policy letter are subject to UCMJ action.
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
