SUBJECT:  Visitation Policy, Policy Letter #9

 

 

1. Guests are prohibited from entering any barracks room assigned to members of the opposite sex except during posted visiting hours.  A Guest is defined as anyone not assigned to the room. 

 

a. Weekday visiting hours (Sunday-Thursday) are from 0700 to 2200 hours. 

 

b. Weekend/Holiday visiting hours (Friday and Saturday) are from 0700 to 2400 hours. 

 

c. Visiting hours apply to all guests, regardless of gender, civilian or military.  Absolutely no overnight guests are permitted.  Delta company soldiers must accompany guests at all times, absolutely no unaccompanied guests. 

 

d. All visitors venders must report to the CQ/ACQ desk, be logged in, show an ID, and remain in and around the orderly room area while soldier is notified of the visitor’s presence.  Visitors not on the Alpha Roster will not be allowed to go up to the rooms. The designated visiting area will be the dayroom. Notification will be made by telephone or by runner.  

 

e. Delta Company soldiers are authorized to have other Delta Company members of the same sex in their rooms, but only under the following conditions: 

 

(1).  Visitation will only be authorized during posted visiting hours.

 

(2).  The only visitors allowed in the Soldiers’ room are those Soldiers living in this barracks, no exceptions.

(3).  The visit must be with the consent of all occupants of the room.  Visitors must respect the privacy and rights of all occupants of the rooms and barracks.  Additionally, occupants of the room will be held accountable for the conduct of their visitors.

f. A parent or legal guardian must accompany all minors under the age of 18 years old. 

 

g. Personnel are prohibited from congregating in the parking area adjacent to the company. 

 

h. An access roster delineating personnel authorized access will be maintained in CQ book.  All CQs and ACQs will be briefed that persons not on the access roster (except those residing in the barracks) will be denied access to the area. 

 

i. Contract/Civilian Workers must be escorted. 

 

2. This memorandum supersedes Delta 187th Med Bn Policy Letter #9 dated 02 August 2004. 

 

3.  Personnel who fail to comply with this policy may be subject to UCMJ and/or other administrative actions. 
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
