SUBJECT:  Dress Standards, Military Appearance and Courtesy, Policy Letter #11

Reference: AR 670-1.

1.  Military Appearance - Personal appearance of individuals will reflect true military pride and uphold the standards of current Army Regulations. 

2.  Personnel are expected to comply with the provisions of AR 670-1, to include the following:

  a.  Visible tattoos or brands on the neck, face or head are prohibited.  Tattoos that are prejudicial to good order and discipline are prohibited.  Any tattoo visible while wearing the Class A uniform and detracts from a soldierly appearance is prohibited.

  b.  No attaching, affixing, or displaying objects, articles, jewelry or ornamentation to or through the skin while in uniform, in civilian clothes while on duty, or in civilian clothes off duty on any military installation or other places under military control except for earrings for females as outlined in paragraph 1-14c, AR 670-1.

  c.  Commercial rucksacks, gym bags or like articles may be worn over the shoulder while in uniform.  Backpacks may also be worn over one or two shoulders while riding a bicycle or motorcycle.  All items worn over the shoulder must be completely black with no “logos.”  

  d.  Use of headphones is prohibited while operating a motor vehicle or bicycle, and while running, or walking on roadways on FSH. Use of headphones is authorized while exercising on tracks and sidewalks.

  e.  Military Courtesy - All individuals will conduct themselves in a military manner at all times. The titles of sir/ma’am, first sergeant, and sergeant will be used when addressing company staff. All military protocols will be exercised.

3.  Dress Standards.

  a.  Students and casuals are authorized wear of civilian clothes when not on duty.

  b.  Attire will be conservative in nature when on FSH proper.

    1).  Civilian clothing must be worn within the bounds of good taste and must be in good repair.

    2).  Articles or clothing bearing written or picture messages which are profane, vulgar, obscene or that prejudice duty, honor and/or country are prohibited.

    3).  See through clothing is prohibited without appropriate clothing underneath.

    4).  Appropriate undergarments will be worn at all times.

    5).  Sunbathing in the company area is prohibited.  Shirt, shoes, and pants must be worn at all times.

  c.  Dining Facility. 

    1).  Headgear, except as specified in specific regulations, will not be worn in the dining facilities. 

    2).  Footgear will be worn at all times in the dining facilities.

    3).  Wear of the Army IPFU is authorized in DFAC #1 during the duty day.

    4).  Violators of this policy are subject to punishment under the UCMJ and/or other administrative actions as appropriate.
