MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel, Company D, 187th Medical Battalion, Center Brigade

SUBJECT:  Alcohol and Other Drug Use and Abuse, Policy Letter #15

1.  Alcoholic beverages will not be consumed and/or stored in the Company/Battalion/Brigade areas.  D-187 soldiers, that are 21 years old, may only consume alcohol at establishments and/or events on post that are authorized to serve alcohol for consumption on their premises (i.e. Bowling Alley, FSH Fiesta Celebration).       

2.  Alcoholic beverages will not be consumed by anyone under the age of 21.  Personnel are prohibited from purchasing alcohol for and/or distributing alcohol to persons under the age of 21.

3.  Personnel are prohibited from possessing, storing and/or collecting empty and/or full alcohol beverage containers in the company areas.

4.  For application of this policy, possession occurs when:

     a.  Alcohol and or empty alcoholic beverage containers are present in assigned room, occupants are responsible for all that does and does not occur in assigned room.

     b.  Soldier is present in vicinity of alcohol and/or alcohol storage containers and a principal to the possession and/or consumption (guilt by association). 

5.  Alcoholic beverages will not be consumed while on duty.

6. Personnel are strongly discouraged from having any alcohol in their system.  Personnel are required to refrain from alcohol 8 hours prior to duty.  Personnel on duty found to have alcohol in their blood as determined by a legal BAT or breathalyzer may be subject to punishment under UCMJ and/or administrative action.  Some alcohol/ drug offenses disciplinary actions will be administered by the Battalion Commander.

7. Controlled substances will not be used, possessed, or stored except as prescribed by a
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physician; nor will they be distributed, sold, or manufactured by personnel assigned and/or attached to D-187.  All drug related offenses (other than alcohol) will be referred to the Battalion Commander. 

8. Any soldier who wishes to volunteer for the Army Substance Abuse Program (ASAP) may contact a counselor at 221-4417 or 221-4933.  Also, a command referral to ASAP will follow any alcohol and/or drug related incident.

9. This memorandum supersedes D/187th Med Bn Policy Letter #1 dated 20 FEB 04.  

10. Personnel who fail to comply with this policy may be subject to UCMJ and/or other administrative actions.
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
