SUBJECT: Policy Letter #22, Wear of Civilian Clothing
1.  Purpose: To establish policy for the wear of civilian clothing for soldiers assigned or attached to Company D, 187th Medical Battalion. 
2.  Civilian clothes may be worn after duty hours, off duty hours, weekends and holidays by all soldiers of Delta Company provided they are in reasonable condition and meet the following guidelines.   
3.  The IPFU will only be worn while going to, participating in, or returning from a physical fitness event (i.e. gym, running, sports); medical appointments (if required); in the company area after duty hours during the duty week, or 2400 hours on non-duty days. Wear of the IPFU must be in accordance with TRADOC IET Standards at all times. Shoes must be “running or jogging type” with non-marking outsoles. IPFU top must be tucked in the IPFU short at all times. Socks must be ¾ length variety or calf length variety and rise a minimum of 3” above the ankle and not extend above the lower part of the knee. IAW with AR 670 -1, earrings, bracelets, and other civilian jewelry items are not authorized to be worn while wearing the IPFU.    
4.  Civilian clothes are authorized for soldiers and must reflect proper military bearing and tastes. Commander and designated representatives (First Sergeant and Platoon Sergeants) are authorized to enforce this policy under penalties of UCMJ. 

A. Halter tops are not authorized for wear. 

B. Tops that expose navels are not authorized for wear. 

C. The shoulder width of any tank-style top must be at least 5/8” of an inch in width. No more than 2” of shoulder to either side of the shoulder strap can exposed while wearing a tank style top.

D. Shower shoes are not authorized for wear outside of Building 1002. 

E. Shorts will not expose any area of the buttocks or and extend a minimum of 1 and ½ ” beyond the posterior aspect of the buttocks as being viewed form the side or rear. 

F. Tops which can be classified as “see though”, as so undergarments are easily viewed while worn are not authorized for wear.  

G. Article of clothing that display nudity, profane language, material that              may be interpreted as racist, inciteful, or offensive to a reasonable person is not authorized for wear. 

H. Pants must be worn around the waist area at all times.

5.  Sunbathing in the company area is prohibited.  Shoes, shirts, and pants must be worn at all times.

6.  The Company Commander may make an exception to this policy when circumstances warrant.
7.  Violators of this policy are subject to UCMJ action.
