SUBJECT:  Policy Letter #21 (Use of Cellular Phones)

1.  PURPOSE.  To establish policy and provide guidance for the use of cellular phones. 

2.  PROCEDURES.

a.  Use of cellular phones is authorized only during personal time when normal phone privileges are allowed. These times are limited to weekends (after 1900 hours on Friday through lights out on Sunday evening), and weekdays after 1900 hours but not later than lights out Sunday evening through Friday evening.  

b.  Soldiers will not use cellular phones while walking in civilian or military clothing.

c.  Soldiers will secure their personal cellular phone(s) in their wall locker during the duty day, POI and drill sergeant time.  After 2100 hours, cell phones will be turned off and secured in the soldier’s wall locker.

d.  Unauthorized use of cellular phones may result in the loss of privileges or other adverse administrative action.  At their discretion, cadre members may take temporary possession of personal cell phone batteries or require students to make other arrangements for storage or safekeeping pending graduation. 

f.  Permanent party/cadre use of personal cellular phones is prohibited while conducting training and/or when walking while in uniform.

3.  Violations of this policy may result in disciplinary action under the Uniform Code of Military Justice.
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
