MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned/Attached to Company E, 187th Medical Battalion, Center Brigade

SUBJECT: Policy Letter #29, (Program Of Instruction (POI) Restrictions)

1.  Purpose: To ensure all prior service and IET soldiers of E Company, 187th Medical Battalion adhere to the rules and regulations established to provide safety while in and outside the company area.  

2.  Responsibilities:

a.  The Commander will ensure overall compliance with the procedures outlined.


b.  Each individual will comply with the standards set forth.

3.  Policy for Initial Entry Soldiers (student status):


a.  IET soldiers may not ride in or drive a privately owned vehicle during POI time.  Exceptions to this rule are medical emergencies and permission granted by company cadre or instructors.  Exceptions will be rare and not allowed for routine events such as retrieving clothes from the cleaners or going to the bank. 


b.  Prior service soldiers will not have IET soldiers in their vehicles either during POI or off duty times.


c.  Prior service and AIT soldiers may not have in their possession, a cell phone or pager during POI time or before their release from the duty day. Phase IV soldiers are not allowed to have cell phones in their possession. 


d.  IET soldiers may not have in their possession, tobacco products at any time.


e.  Prior service may have tobacco products, however the use of such products may only be used in designated areas and away from all IET soldiers.

4.  Violations of this policy may result in UCMJ action.
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
