SUBJECT:  Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse, Policy #2

1. PURPOSE:  Clarification on Command policy on alcoholic beverages in the Foxtrot Company area.

Personnel that violate this policy may receive punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) and/or have adverse administrative actions taken against them.

2. SCOPE:  Applicable to all military personnel assigned, attached, or visiting Foxtrot Company, 

187th Medical Battalion.

3. RESPONSIBILITY:  Each soldier is responsible to ensure that this policy is followed and proper 

conduct is maintained at all times.

4. POLICIES:  

a. Abuse of alcohol and drugs is incompatible with military service and physical fitness and is neither condoned nor accepted in Foxtrot Company, 187th Medical Battalion.  Abuse of these substances detracts from combat readiness training opportunities and soldier morale.  Personnel will not consume, possess or store any alcoholic beverages or alcoholic containers in Foxtrot Company areas.

b. Personnel under the age of 21 will not consume alcoholic beverages under any circumstances.

c. Alcoholic beverages will not be consumed during duty hours or while on duty. 

d. IET soldiers may not consume alcohol, regardless of age. Prior service soldiers that are at least 21 years old may consume alcohol provided that they conduct themselves in a professional manner.

        e.    Soldiers who report for duty with the smell of alcohol on their breath will be taken to the base hospital emergency room for a blood alcohol test (BAT) and will be subject to punishment under UCMJ and/or administrative action.
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
