SUBJECT:  Telephone Control Procedures, Policy #5

1. PURPOSE:  Clarification of Command policy on telephone usage.  Personnel that violate this policy

May receive punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) and/or adverse administrative actions taken against them.

2. SCOPE:  Applicable to all military personnel assigned, or attached to Foxtrot Company, 

187th Medical Battalion.

3. RESPONSIBILITY:  Each soldier is responsible to ensure that these policies are followed and proper

conduct is maintained at all times.

4. POLICIES:

a. The telephone is not a secure means of communication and will not be used to discuss

classified information.

b. Telephones will only be used for official business or in case of emergency.

c. Incoming collect calls WILL NOT be accepted.

d. Long distance personal calls will not be permitted from military telephones.  Exceptions will 

be made on a case by case basis and must be approved by the Company Commander.

e. DSN lines should be used when at all possible.  For DSN, dial 94 and wait for dial tone, then

the 7 digit phone number.

f. Official commercial calls are authorized if necessary and in the interest of the Government

when other forms of communication would not suffice.  Official long-distance commercial calls will be logged on AF Form 1072.
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
