SUBJECT:   Severe Weather Warning/Action to be Taken, Policy #6

1. PURPOSE:  Clarification of Command policy on severe weather warnings and action to be taken

Personnel that violate this policy may receive punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice

(UCMJ) and/or adverse administrative actions taken against them.

2. SCOPE:  Applicable to all military personnel assigned, or attached to Foxtrot Company, 

187th Medical Battalion.

3. RESPONSIBILITY:  Each soldier is responsible to ensure that these policies are followed and proper 

conduct is maintained at all times.

4. POLICIES:

a.
The Company Commander, First Sergeant, or their designated representative will be notified immediately upon receipt of a severe weather warning.

b.
In the event of a tornado, unit personnel located inside buildings will open doors and windows and

locate themselves on the floor of the bay or hall area, avoiding doors and windows.  Personnel located

outside will find and lay in low areas, such as ditches or ravines, that are away from buildings, automobiles, trees, or other objects, which may produce flying debris.

c.
In the event of high velocity winds unit personnel will limit outside activities and remain within

 the protection of a building or other relatively permanent structures.

d.
In the event of floods unit personnel will limit outside movement and avoid flood danger areas if 

driving.

e.
The 882nd Training Group will notify the Chief Course Supervisor of any change regarding the

 requirement for personnel to report for duty and he/she will in turn notify the Command.
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
