MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned or Attached to Foxtrot Company, 187th Medical Battalion, 

32D Medical Brigade, AMEDDC&S

SUBJECT:  Fire Regulation, Policy #8 

1. PURPOSE:  Clarification of Command Policy on fire regulations.  Personnel that violate this policy

may receive punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) and/or have adverse administrative actions taken against them.

2. SCOPE:  Applicable to all military personnel assigned, or attached to Foxtrot Company, 

187th Medical Battalion.

3. RESPONSIBILITY:  Each soldier is responsible to ensure that these policies are followed and proper

conduct is maintained at all times.

4.    POLICIES:

a. The Company Commander will appoint an Area Fire Marshall and a Building Fire Marshall to assist in

implementing the fire prevention program IAW Air Force Instruction.

b. The Building Fire Marshall will post the following data near all telephones and in each area of

responsibility:

(1) IN CASE OF FIRE – DIAL 911.

       (2)    Fire evacuation plan and fire extinguisher locations in BLDGS 790,791 &1920. The fire plan

and location of each fire extinguisher will be posted on the back of each barracks room door.

(3)    A copy of applicable special fire regulations or instructions as they may pertain to a

particular area, room, or building will be posted in a visible place near that area.

c. Any soldier discovering a fire (regardless of the size), a smoke odor, gaseous fumes, or other

explosive hazards will immediately notify all personnel in the building and will report the incident to the fire department by the quickest means available.  Soldiers will evacuate the company area during a fire alarm.

d.    The following actions will be conducted in a safe manner when possible:

(1)   Exit building according to fire plan and form up in the Company ‘s designated area.

(2)   Use fire extinguisher IAW directions printed on extinguisher. 

(3)   Close all doors in the immediate fire area.
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(4)    Meet fire department at the front of the building and direct them to the fire.

(5)    Notify the appropriate duty personnel or responsible individual.
