SUBJECT:   Tobacco Use and Possession, Policy #10

1.   PURPOSE:  Clarification of Command policy on tobacco use and possession.  Personnel that violate this policy may receive punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) and/or adverse administrative actions taken against them.

2. SCOPE:  Applicable to all military personnel assigned, or attached to Foxtrot Company, 

187th Medical Battalion.

3. RESPONSIBILITY:  Each soldier is responsible to ensure that these policies are followed and proper

conduct is maintained at all times.

4.    POLICIES:


a.  In order to enhance Army readiness, Foxtrot Company, 187th Medical Battalion is committed to the promotion of a tobacco product-free environment.

b.  All IET student personnel assigned or attached to Foxtrot Company, 187th Medical Battalion are prohibited from storing, possessing or using tobacco products on or off base.

c.  Prior service students are prohibited from using tobacco products on base.  They are allowed to use tobacco products off base but not in the vicinity or sight of IET students.  Also, prior service students are prohibited from storing or possessing tobacco products in the barracks.


c.  Cadre, defined as military personnel who command, supervise, instruct, or train soldiers, are prohibited from using tobacco products in the vicinity or sight of soldiers.
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
