MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned or Attached to Foxtrot Company, 187th Medical Battalion, 

32D Medical Brigade, AMEDDC&S

SUBJECT:  Guests in Billets Area, Policy #12 

1. PURPOSE:  Clarification of command policy on guests in billet areas.  Personnel that violate this

policy may receive punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) and/or have adverse administrative actions taken against them.

2. SCOPE:  Applicable to all military personnel assigned, or attached to Foxtrot Company, 

187th Medical Battalion.

3. RESPONSIBILITY:  Each soldier is responsible to ensure that these policies are followed and proper

conduct is maintained at all times.

4. POLICIES:

a. Designated male or female areas, floors, or buildings are off limits to members of the opposite

sex.  This includes hallways, and stairwells.  Posted “OFF LIMITS” signs will be observed at all times.

b. The only exceptions to this policy apply to Foxtrot Company Cadre, Charge of Quarters (CQ), and the assistant CQ while performing official military duties.

c. If a male or female desires to visit a member of the opposite sex assigned to Foxtrot Company 

billets, they will notify the CQ/DDS, who will in turn notify the individual concerned.  All visitors will sign in and out with the CQ/DDS.  The Company dayroom and break areas are the only areas authorized for

opposite sex visits.

d. Foxtrot Company cadre, the 187th Medical Battalion CDR, XO, CSM and their escorted guests 

will be allowed to enter the billet areas (for inspections, delivery of messages, etc.) when accompanied by a soldier of the same gender.  All billet areas will have posted access rosters and the CQ/ACQ/DDS will ensure only those personnel on the access roster are allowed into the billets and that they are escorted by the CQ/DDS.

e. Soldiers are prohibited from entertaining personnel from other units in their Foxtrot Company

billets and may not visit other units billets.
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f. Non-prior service/Initial Entry Training (IET) soldiers are not authorized to visit prior service 

soldier’s unless on official duty (SEE 4c).  Opposite sex visitation will not be allowed in BLDG 791.
