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MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned or Attached to Foxtrot Company, 187th Medical Battalion, 

32D Medical Brigade, AMEDDC&S

SUBJECT:  Wearing of Civilian Clothes, Policy #15 

1. PURPOSE:  Clarification of Command policy on the wearing of civilian clothes.  Personnel that 

violate this policy may receive punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) 

and/or adverse administrative actions taken against them.

2.  SCOPE:  Applicable to all military personnel assigned, or attached to Foxtrot Company, 

187th Medical Battalion.

3. RESPONSIBILITY:  Each soldier is responsible to ensure that these policies are followed and proper

conduct is maintained at all times.

4. POLICIES:

a.  IET Students in phase IV of training are not authorized to wear civilian clothes.  IET students that are Phase V+20 are allowed to wear civilian attire after duty hours and on weekends.

b.  Soldiers not in possession of a civilian clothes pass will have their civilian clothes taken from 

them.  They will be reissued when a civilian clothes pass is issued or upon graduation.

c.  The Company Commander, 1SG or Drill Sergeant may revoke the pass for misconduct or

substandard academic performance.  Only the Cadre member (company) that suspended the

pass can re-issue it to a soldier once it has been revoked.

d.  Personnel without a civilian clothes pass will wear a military uniform as follows:

1. BDU’s – on post only.

2. PT uniform – Company Area.

3. CLASS A or B uniform – can be worn off post.

e.  The mixing of civilian and military clothing is prohibited.

f.  Sweatshirts, and warm-up suits are acceptable provided they are in good repair, clean, do not

expose the underarm, midriff, chest, etc. and are not worn where it is clearly inappropriate or in bad taste.  Swim attire will not be worn in the company area, or dining facilities.  The swim suit will only be worn at the authorized swimming pool.  
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g.  Shorts or Bermuda shorts may be worn provided they are neat and clean.  “Hot pants/Daisy

dukes” are not authorized.  Dresses/shorts, when worn, will not extend above mid-thigh.

h.  Male soldiers are not authorized to wear earrings in uniform as specified in Army Regulation 

670-1 nor in civilian clothes on post anywhere as directed by the Company Commander.

i.  Headgear will not be worn in the dining facilities.

j.  Any item of clothing bearing written messages or pictures which are vulgar, lewd, or which

prejudice the United States of America are prohibited.

k.  Jackets, shirts, or halter-tops that display the midriff, chest, or breast to include see-through

mesh coverage will not be worn.  Sleeveless or any other types of shirts that expose the armpits are not authorized.

l.  Footgear will be worn all times outside of the billets.  Shower shoes are not authorized out of

the room.

m.   Hair curlers will not be worn outside of the rooms.

n.   Personnel signing in and out of the company will be in the appropriate attire/uniform.

o.  Civilian clothes will not be worn during the duty day without the prior approval of a DS.

When the student is required to wear civilian clothes to attend class, a nameplate must be worn on the right side.  The duty day is normally 0500 until 1830.

p.  Jewelry will be worn in accordance with (IAW) AR 670-1.  Examples of improper jewelry

include body piercing of the nose or tongue.
