SUBJECT:   Travel Outside the United States, Policy #17

1. PURPOSE:  Clarification of Command policy on military personnel traveling outside the United

States.   Personnel that violate this policy may receive punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) and/or adverse administrative actions taken against them.

2. SCOPE:  Applicable to all military personnel assigned, or attached to Foxtrot Company, 

187th Medical Battalion.

3. RESPONSIBILITY:  Each soldier is responsible to ensure that these policies are followed and proper 

conduct is maintained at all times.

4. POLICIES:

a.  Soldiers wishing to travel outside the United States to include Alaska, Hawaii, Puerto Rico and Mexico on ordinary leave must request clearance through the Commander, 187th Medical Battalion.  Soldiers must obtain a DA Form 4187, request for personnel action and follow procedures outlined in the Foxtrot Company, 187th Medical Battalion SOP.    This action is in addition to the DA Form 31, Authorization for Leave and an Antiterrorist Briefing Memorandum.  The Foxtrot Company, 

187th Medical Battalion Personnel Action Center (PAC) will ensure the correct preparation of all required forms, to include appropriate remarks.

      b.  Soldiers, when on approved travel, will have on their person their Military Identification Card,

individual copy of DA Form 31, immunization records, and any special instructions issued by the Travel Clearance Section, Fort Sam Houston, Texas.

     c.  Soldiers will not wear a military uniform outside the United States unless specifically authorized

to do so.

     d.  Failure to obtain appropriate travel clearance may result in denial of access to foreign nations or an

unnecessary inconvenience.  Soldiers are reminded to learn and observe the laws, customs, and restrictions of any host nation to which they must travel.
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
