SUBJECT:  Illegal Associations, Policy #18

1. PURPOSE:  Clarification of Command policy on the improper relationships involving

permanent party personnel, civilian employees and student personnel.  Personnel that violate this policy may receive punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) and/or adverse administrative actions taken against them.

2. SCOPE:  Applicable to all military and civilian personnel assigned, or attached to Foxtrot Company, 

187th Medical Battalion.

3.    RESPONSIBILITY:  Each soldier is responsible to ensure that these policies are followed and proper conduct is maintained at all times.  Each individual member of Foxtrot Company, 187th Medical Battalion is responsible for his or her own conduct during duty and non duty hours.

4.     POLICIES:

a.  All student personnel will familiarize themselves with AHS Reg 600-8, Improper Relationships involving Cadre/Student Personnel, dated Sep 88.  All new soldiers will be briefed by the In/Out Processing Drill Sergeant on the contents of AHS Reg 600-8 within the first three days of assignment.  No deviation or exceptions are permitted to AHS 600-8 unless authorized by battalion or higher level commanders.

b.  Illegal association is any actual or attempted personal relationship, association, contact, or socializing between any permanent party soldier, student personnel, or civilian employee and any soldier in training  (trainee), receptee, or holdover, on or off the reservation, that is not required to accomplish the training mission 

c.Prior service student will not engage in improper associations or relationships with IET student personnel.

d.  Drill/Cadre sergeants, permanent party soldiers, and civilian personnel WILL NOT
engage in illegal associations or relationships with student personnel.  Permanent party personnel are prohibited from engaging in the following with student personnel (this list is not exhaustive):

1.  Gambling or wagering

2.  Touching of sexual nature, handholding, embracing, caressing, massaging, kissing, engaging in sexual intercourse, sexual fondling, sodomy, or dating or any other meeting that is not official in nature.

3.  Using sexually explicit, suggestive, or obscene language or money from or lending money to student personnel.
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4.  Viewing or showing sexually explicit magazines or videos.



5.  Accepting or providing gifts, services, or favors.



6.  Loaning or borrowing money



7.  Drinking or providing alcohol beverages

8.  Dancing

9.  Smoking or providing tobacco products



10.  Writing letters, notes or sending email of a personal nature to any soldier in training, receptee, or holdover or having telephone conversations of a personal nature with them.

11.  A permanent party soldier, student personnel, or civilian employee permitting or inviting any trainee, receptee, or holdover to enter into or ride in or on a privately owned vehicle that is owned, operated, maintained, or occupied by a permanent party soldier, student personnel or civilian employee.


e.  This policy prohibits any association or relationship between student personnel of different rank which involves or gives the appearance of partiality, preferential treatment, the improper use of rank or position for personal gain or advantage, or which can otherwise be expected to undermine discipline, authority, or morale.


f.  Officer and noncommissioned officer students shall not associate on terms of military equality with junior personnel.  This is in violation of the customs of the service.  This policy prohibits socializing or other contact not required to accomplish the training mission.  This policy does not prohibit participation in officially sponsored social functions during the course of instruction.


g.  Neither SIT nor SAT will meet with instructors, drill sergeants or the chain of command without the company of their battle buddy.  This is for the protection of the soldier and permanent party personnel.  Similarly, permanent party personnel will not meet with student soldiers unless the battle buddy is present.

5.  All military and civilian personnel, upon assignment to Foxtrot Company, 187th Medical Battalion, will familiarize themselves with AMEDDC&S Reg 600-8, Improper Relationships Involving Student Personnel, dated 1 October 1988.  No deviations from or exceptions to this regulation are permitted unless authorized by the battalion or higher level commanders.

6.  Personnel who violate this policy may receive punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) and/or have adverse administrative action taken against them

7.  A soldier may contact the Commander, First Sergeant, or Drill Sergeant for clarification or explanation.
