MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned or Attached to Foxtrot Company, 187th Medical Battalion, 

32D Medical Brigade, AMEDDC&S

SUBJECT:   Troop Formations and Movement, Policy #19

1. PURPOSE:  Clarification of Command policy on troop formations and movement to and from 

Foxtrot Company, 187th Medical Battalion and training sites. Personnel that violate this policy may receive punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) and/or adverse administrative

actions taken against them.

2. SCOPE:  Applicable to all military personnel assigned, or attached to Foxtrot Company, 

187th Medical Battalion.

3. RESPONSIBILITY:

a. Drill Sergeants will supervise class movements and formations at all times.  

b. Each soldier is responsible to ensure that these policies are followed and proper conduct is

maintained at all times.

4. POLICIES:

a.  Student soldiers (IET) will march in formation to and from training sites. All Initial Entry Training (IET) student soldiers are not authorized to drive or ride in Privately Own Vehicles (POVs) to or from training sites.  IET student soldiers that are Phase V+20 will be authorized to drive/ride in POVs after duty hours and on weekends only after the Drill Sergeant has authorized him/her to do so.

b.  Road guards will be posted at all intersections and at any point where crossing of a thoroughfare

takes place.  Road guards will be maintained until the entire element is safely through or across the danger zone. And then will be called to recovery into the marching formation.  During daylight hours when road guards are posted at intersections, the proper hand signal will be given to halt traffic.

        c.  To preclude traffic congestion, personnel who cannot march for medical reasons will move in

organized groups.


d.  March discipline will be enforced at all times.
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e.  Safety will be the primary consideration at all times.  Appropriate reflective apparel and 

flashlights will be used marching formations during hours of darkness.


f.  Cadence will be enforced when marching in formation in authorized areas only.  Drill Sergeant

will brief each new class on unauthorized areas for cadence calling.  The use of “jody” cadences containing profane or vulgar language or implications is prohibited.
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
