SUBJECT:   Property Accountability, Policy #24

1. Purpose: Clarification of Command policy on property accountability.  Personnel that violate this policy may

receive punishment under the uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) and/or have adverse administrative 

actions taken against them.

2. SCOPE: Applicable to all military personnel assigned, or attached to Foxtrot Company, 

187th Medical Battalion.

3.    RESPONSIBILITY: Each soldier is responsible to ensure that these policies are followed and proper conduct

is maintained at all times.

4.     POLICIES:

a.   Property accountability is a high priority in Foxtrot Company.  The proper safeguarding, care, and 

accountability of government property is the responsibility of each and every individual in this  

command.  All company Cadre are responsible for ensuring that property listed on their hand receipt is accounted for.


b. The Company Commander will conduct an inventory of all company property at least semiannually with

 the date annotated on the company training schedule.

c.   Cadre personnel will sign for their respective property from the Company Commander.  They are 

to maintain physical accountability of their assigned property at all times.  They may in turn, sub-hand receipt any equipment they so desire down to their assigned students.  Cadre personnel will report any discrepancies they find immediately to the Company Commander.

d. Adjustment documents will be initiated within five working days of discovery of loss, damage or 

destruction of government property.

    
e.     All cadre will report damaged or unserviceable property to the Company Commander before relocating property. 
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
