SUBJECT:   Weapons Policy, Policy #32

1. PURPOSE: Clarification of Command policy on weapons. Personnel that violate this policy may receive

punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) and/or have adverse administrative

actions taken against them.

2. SCOPE:  Applicable to all military personnel assigned or attached to Foxtrot Company, 

187th Medical Battalion.

3. RESPONSIBILITY:

a.     The Company Commander has overall responsibility.

b.    The First Sergeant (1SG) will ensure that soldiers adhere to the directives in this policy letter.

c. The Drill Sergeants (DS) and Platoon Sergeant will ensure that soldiers know and understand the 

proper execution of this  policy letter.

4. POLICY:

a. Weapons are not authorized.  There are no exceptions.

b.  Weapons include (this list is not exhaustive):


(1) Knives of any kind, for example, swords, pocket knives, hunting knives.

(2) Firearms including explosive ordinance.

(3) Martial Arts Weapons, for example, throwing stars, brass knuckles, knumbchucks.

c.  You must turn these weapons into the drill sergeant on duty/platoon sergeant.  The drill 

sergeant/platoon sergeant will in-turn take you and the weapon(s) to the company to be put in the safe or to the arms room, whichever is appropriate for the weapon.  You will have the weapon returned to you upon out-processing.
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
