COMMAND POLICY #6

MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel, 187th Medical Battalion, 32d Medical Brigade, AMEDDC&S, Fort Sam Houston, TX  78234

SUBJECT:  Guests in Initial Entry Training (IET) Billet Areas, building numbers 905, 915, 916, 920, 929, 930, 1002, 2791

1. Male students are prohibited from entering any billet area assigned to female 

students for occupancy.  Female students are prohibited from entering any billet area assigned to male students.  

2. Male students are prohibited from allowing female students in their rooms and female 

students are prohibited from allowing male students in their rooms.

3.  Should coordination between members of the opposite sex be required (clarification of duty roster, study requirements, definition of areas of billet responsibility, etc.), it will occur in the dayroom or other areas designated by the Company Commander.

4.  Initial Entry Training soldiers, regardless of sex, are prohibited from allowing personnel from other units in their billet.  Soldiers, regardless of sex, are prohibited from visiting the billets of permanent party personnel assigned to either Fort Sam Houston, Texas or Sheppard Air Force Base, Texas.

5.  The chain of command and their escorted guests will be allowed to enter the billet areas (for inspections, delivery of messages, etc.).  They will be accompanied by another soldier of the same sex as the billet area visited.  This requirement is mandatory.  All billet areas will have access rosters identifying the appropriate cadres, company and battalion chain of commands.  All CQs, security/fireguards will be briefed that persons not on the roster (except those authorized to be billeted) will be denied access to the area.  No exceptions.

6.  Violation of this policy memorandum may be punishable by administrative action or by the Uniform Code of Military Justice.

7.  A copy of this policy memorandum will be posted on all unit bulletin boards and not removed unless superseded by this headquarters.
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8.  This memorandum supersedes Policy Memorandum #6, dated 24 November 2001.
