MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel, 187th Medical Battalion, 32d Medical Brigade, AMEDDC&S, Fort Sam Houston, TX  78234

SUBJECT:  Soldier Off-Post Residence

1.  All soldiers in an Initial Entry Training (IET) status will normally reside in the troop billets.  The Battalion Commander is the only person that may authorize IET/non-IET soldiers to live off-post, however, delegation authority may be granted to company commanders upon request. IET soldiers may request exemptions to the requirement to reside in the troop billets using the following guidelines:

     a.  Provide documentation specifying the compelling need to live off-post, i.e., physician, lawyer, or chaplain's recommendation, family/dependents residing in the local area, etc.

     b.  Commanders will approve or disapprove requests based on the merit of each individual case.

     c.  Approval for off-post residence does not automatically imply authorization for separate rations/BAQ.  The commander may revoke authorization to reside off-post for both academic and disciplinary deficiencies.  This includes non-IET students residing off-post.
