SUBJECT:  Wear of Army Physical Fitness Uniform (PFU), Command Policy #12

1.  Fort Sam Houston Pamphlet 600-1, Military Standards, paragraph 19(a), dtd 28 Jan 2000

Is modified as follows. The physical training uniform is only authorized for wear :

      a.   While commuting to and from work.

      b.  Performing physical training.

      c.  Performing outside work details, when authorized by the commander.

d. While subsisting in Dining Facilities during the breakfast hours.

      e.  At the Military Clothing Store, when under the direct supervision of a cadre member, and 

for the purpose of initial uniform issue or exchange.

      f.  During personal time (M-F evening and Saturday and Sunday when not in training) and only in the immediate area of the company.

2.  The conditions are as follows:

      a.  The uniform should be clean and unsoiled.

      b.  Soldiers will wear only the authorized Physical Training Uniform ensemble consisting of shorts, T-shirt and/or sweatshirt and sweatpants.  Accessories to the PT uniform are limited to: black gloves, black/navy blue knit cap; black or gray, unadorned, mid-thigh length, spandex, cycle shorts; plain, unadorned, white, mid-calf length, athletic socks and commercially purchased running shoes.
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3. This policy supersedes battalion policy memorandum #12, dated 27 September 2001.
