MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel, 187th Medical Battalion, 32d Medical Brigade, AMEDDC&S, Fort Sam Houston, TX  78234

SUBJECT: After Duty Hour Security Procedures, command policy #15



1. Security is a prime concern in this battalion. We, as leaders, are charged with ensuring our soldiers live in a safe, secure environment at all times.  To ensure this environment exists twenty-four hours a day, all soldiers will use the procedures outlined below.

2. After duty hours (2000 M-F and 0001-2400 weekends and holidays), all cadre personnel including Drill Sergeants, will physically sign-in on the CQ log with the unit Charge of Quarters (CQ). The CQ will conduct a 100 percent ID card check and log all visitor’s to include 187th personnel on DA Form 1594.

3. The CQ will escort all cadre personnel to the bay/rooms to be visited.  Upon arrival at the bay/rooms the cadre member will attain proper escort.

4. The escort must be the same sex as the room visited, i.e., male for male room and female for female room.  If the cadre member is of the opposite sex of the escort a battle buddy for the escort is also required.  At no time will visitors be allowed to move through the building unescorted.

5. Cadre personnel will not visit Prior Service quarters unescorted.  After visitors sign in, unit CQs will escort them directly to the soldier’s room.  Once at the soldier’s room, the door will be left open at all times until the visit is complete.  Once the visit is completed, the soldier and his or her battle buddy will escort the cadre out of the building.  Cadre personnel must sign out with the unit CQ once the visit is complete.

6. Personnel violating this policy will be subject to possible punishment under the UCMJ and/or other adverse administrative actions.
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7. This policy memorandum supersedes the memorandum dated 27 September 2001.
